Is there a difference between a Communion Call and a 

Communion Service?  Yes!  A Communion Call is a one- 

on-one visit by a Priest, Deacon, or Eucharistic Minister with 

an individual Parishioner that includes prayer and the 

distribution of Holy Communion.  Communion Calls are 

conducted with a Catholic who is in the hospital, a Catholic 

who is homebound, etc.  A Communion Service is a communal 

gathering of several members of the Faithful.  They are 

comprised of the Mass Prayers, the Liturgy of Word (the Mass 

Readings), and the distribution of Holy Communion.  While 

Communion Services do not have a consecration of the bread 

and wine, they do bear a close resemblance to Mass. 
 

Does the Diocese forbid both Communion Calls and 

Communion Services on Sundays?  No!  Communion Calls 

are always permitted for those who are unable to attend Mass 

due to illness, infirmities, or chronic conditions.  Communion 

Services, since they resemble a Mass, are not permitted on 

Sundays so there will be no confusion with the Sunday Mass.  

Communion Services can be conducted in nursing homes and

check to be cleared by the Diocese) 
   

  • A Certificate that you have attended the required diocesan  

      Protecting Godôs Children Workshop  

(NOTE: Even if you completed a safe environment 

workshop offered by another organization, you 

must still complete a diocesan PGC Workshop to 

be cleared by the Diocese) 
      

  • A Certificate that you have completed Mandated Reporter  
      Training 
      

  • A signed Acknowledgement Form that you will abide by the  

      Diocesan Code of Conduct  
      

  • A signed Acknowledgement Form that you will follow the  

      Diocesan Abuse Reporting Policy  
    

All volunteers who work with children and youth and all who 

supervise groups/programs/clubs/activities for children and youth 

must complete all State and Diocesan Requirements before they 

begin working with children and youth.
